VOUCHERS?

You can use your four $25 vouchers to support
Seattle City Council candidates who are participating
in the Democracy Voucher Program.

How do | get Democracy Vouchers?

If you are aregistered voter, you will automatically receive
Democracy Vouchers by mail.

Seattle residents who are at least 18 years of age and are either a U.S.
citizen, U.S. national, or a lawful permanent resident ("green card holder")
may apply to receive vouchers. The application is available on the website
or you may call to request an application.

Who can | give my Democracy Vouchers to?

You can give one or more Democracy Vouchers to participating candidates
in any council district.

FEBRUARY 12, 2019
Democracy Vouchers are available! You can assign your vouchers
as soon as you find a candidate to support. Many candidates
need voucher funds to run a competitive campaign.

MAY 31, 2019
Final day for candidates to sign up for the program. Final
list of participating candidates announced.
