• You must have hosted  fewer than 5 events/performances previously in  

a Seattle park.  

• Qualifying applications will have park use permit fee waived.

OUR WEBSITE 

• Must use one of the select nine (9) Seattle park venues 

• You must submit a letter explaining the purpose of your event 

• Your event must be based around a theatrical or musical performance 

• You must show you have contacted two local community groups about  
your event (see back page for support) 

• Amplified sound is not a major component of your event 

• Money will not be collected 

• No more than six (6) practices and six (6) performances allowed 

• Submit a Park Use application. Include proposed outreach on  
application 

• Provide insurance if you are having set up of any kind
